Since the start of the safe motherhood programsped by the World Health
Organization, over 300 normal deliveries have taplate at the hospital since
December 2007. Hope Foundation is working hardutaifan operating theater
to conduct caesarian sections. Most mothers clyrdotnot have the option to
go to a medical facility. Over 90% of women havemieodeliveries without a
trained attendant present. Babies and their mofregsently die during difficult
labor, or due to infections from unhygienic surrdimgs and blood loss. Caesar-
ian operations cost more than $100, even in pybfichded hospitals. Hope
Foundation aims to provide free operations to thoseeed so that babies can

get the best start in life for a healthy future.
